**Please be familiar with the NTHJC Rules** 

1. Entry Fees and Deadlines:  The entry fee is $15 per class if entries are called in by  
Wed. May 14th All entries received after 10 pm May 9th will be subject to a $5 per class late fee.

There is a $5 NTHJC scholarship/office fee per horse/rider combination 
2. Paramedic Fee: A $8 paramedic fee per show will be required for each horse/rider combination.– 
 There will be 2 EMTs on site during  the show 
3. NTHJC non-member fee $20 
4. Priority Ring: The one minute rule will be enforced in the Priority Ring.   
5. Eligibility: The eligibility requirements for each division are specified on the prize list.  In addition, riders may 
not cross enter into divisions with more than a 6" height difference.   
6. Warm Up Classes: Warm Up classes are an option and do not count towards any points. 
7. Schooling: Daybreak to 15 minutes prior to start time and designated times on show bill. The indoor arena will 
be available for schooling through out the day. 
8. The 6” rule does apply, no horse may participate in hunter classes that spread over 6”. 
9.  Changes: Management reserves the right to change, cancel or combine classes, alter courses and do all things 
necessary to compensate for excessive or inadequate classes.  Sections with less than three entries will be can-
celled.   Please check the boards for changes in the schedule. 
10.  Attire: Riders must be properly attired.  ASTM/SEI Helmets must be worn while mounted.  Correct rider 
numbers for the horse they are riding must be worn  & clearly visible. 
11. Coggins: A current Coggins dated within the last 12 months must be shown to the show secretary for each 
horse , to speed up check in time please fax Coggins with show entries. 
12. Stalls: Limited number of stalls can be reserved on a first come basis. Stall Fee $35 (including shavings). To 
reserve a stall, you must first check for availability than mail a check to Stony Glen Stables 15117 Fishtrap Road, 
Aubrey Texas 76227

Each horse may only compete one time. 6 entries to make a class

 Class 401. $250 Hunter Classic– 1 Round in the handy hunter format to be ridden with your regular classes.
